Equipo Academy High School has received an index score of 83 based on the data from the previous school year. Our high school received 

four stars based on data from the previous school year.  Equipo Academy Middle School has received an index score of 59 based on 

the data from the previous school year. Our middle school received three stars based on data from the previous school year. 

School Specific Actions 

Equipo Academy is using allocated Title I funding to:  

- Fund a Dean of Families position to facilitate deep caregiver engagement including family contact and family events. 

- Pay a portion of salaries for paraprofessionals who work with directly with students. 

- Purchase progress monitoring tools to track student data over the course of the year.
